Backlight

In low-light conditions, the pager’s backlight automatically turns on
whenever a button is pressed. You can manually turn the backlight on or off
at any time by pressing and holding ® for two seconds. The backlight
automatically turns off when the pager returns to the Standby screen.

Receiving/Reading Personal Messages

Your pager can receive up to 19 personal messages. When a message is
received, your pager alerts according to the current alert setting (audible,
vibrate, or no message alert). A new message is indicated by a flashing *
symbol. When a message is selected the symbol changes to §3.
